the Utility.

*ROLL-OFF TRUCK" TThis s a specially equipped truck designed and used for the servicing of
commercial compactor/container systems and open top contalners. These are also known as tilt-frame,
hook-ift or dead-lif trucks.

“SERVICE"  The pickup, {ransport, and dumping of refuse, including the placement and maintenance
of any equipment and/or facilities of the Ulility to effect such pickup, transport, or dumping. Any action,
activities, andfor operation employed by the Utility to serve the public Interests, necessity and
convenlence in the collection, transporiation, and dumping of refuse.

“SPECIAL CONTAINER SERVICE® The pickup of contalnerized refuse placed in receptacles.
Normally, these containers are industry recognized refuse receptacles such as roll-off Containers and T
Rall-Off Compacted Containers, dumpsters (Dumpsters) and Tip Carts that require the mechanical T
assistance of special equipment of a refuse vehicle in order to transfer the contents from the container

to the transport facllity of the Utility.

“SPECIAL CONTRACT" a contract between the Utility and a Customer which affects or relates to the
Utility's rates, rentals, classifications, services, or facilities, which is filed with and approved by the
Reguiatory Commission of Alaska pursuant to AS 42.05.361 and 3 AAC 48.390.

200.20 APPLICATION FOR SERVICE

200.20.1 All applications for service shall be made at the local Customer service office of the Utility
for the area in which service is being requested. Application will consist of farms provided by the
Utility on which the applicant shall provide the full legal name, address and telephone number (both
work and home) of the applicant, and the legal description of the property to be served. It shall be the
responsibility of the applicant, or his/her authorized representative, to apply for service in person,

- telephone, fax, or other electronic means. The applicant requesting service agrees to conform to the
published tariff rates and conditions that are established by the Utility. 1t shall be the responsibility of
the Customer or histher agent to provide all information and assistance required by the Utility,

200.20.2 Rules, regulations, definitions and charges contained herein shall apply to services
rendered by the Utility, unless expressly provided for in a special contract approved by the Regulatory
Commission of Alaska.

200.20.3 Any new appiicant for service may be required to make an advance payment of one (1)
billing period's estimated billing based on the minimum rale applicable to the class of service for
which the prospective Cusiomer is applying, and to pay the first bliling period's service. The deposit
wiit be retained by the Utility. The deposit amount shall be refunded within 25 days to-the Customer
when service is cancelied after applying any offsets or credits. In no case will the Utility retain a
Customer's deposit longer than two years, if in the interim period the Customer’s service has not
been delinquent in payment more than once in any 12 consecutive months, In addition to the deposit,
the Customer will be required to pay the first billing periods service in advance which will be applied
to the first billing. Any implementation of the above special provisions shall be at the sole discretion

200.30.1 The service provided to the Customer is exclusive and may not be used by another, nor
may any Customer charge or receive compensation from another for services or use of the facilities
provided to that Customer, without the prior written approval of the Utiity,

200.30.2 No receptacle shall be filled to such capacity by any matetials that it creates a littered,
unhealthy condition, or violates: laws, regulations or ardinances. All refuse shall be containerized to
the greatest extent possible. Refuse which cannot be containerized will be treated In accordance with
appropriate rate schedules and it shall be the responsibility of the Customer to ensure such refuse
storage is orderly and conforms to alf laws, regulations or ordinances periaining to the environmental
and heatth conditions thereof.

200.30.3 All services provided are subject to the condition that it will not 'be used for any unlawiful

200.40.1 The Uiility's Driver may decline to pick up material from points where, because of the
condition of the sireets, alleys or roads, it is lmpractmable or dangerous to persons or property fo
operate vehicles.

200.40.2 The Utility's Driver may decline to drive into private property when, in the Utility's judgment,

other unsafe conditions.

200.40.3 The Utility's Driver will not be required fo enter private property to pick up material white an
animal considered or feared to be vicious is foose. The Customer will be required fo confine the
animal on pickup days.

200.40.4 The Utility Dnvers schedule will meet reasonabie reguirements, or will comply with local
ordinance.

200.40.5 Refuse pickup may be missed due to weather or road conditions. If Refuse is taken no
later than on the next scheduled pickup day, no credit will be given. :

200.40.6 The services provided for herein do NOT include cleaning up spillage, littering, - animal
waste or otherwise untidy conditions around . the pickup area to the extent not caused by the Utility.
When a Customer desires the Utility to clean up the pickup area, the Utility wili do so at the separate
and additional charge set forth in the rates. ' .

200.40.7 Where the Utility is requested to provide service, and damage occurs to a Customer's
driveway due to reasons not in the control of the carrier, the Utility will assume no responsibility.
