Such charges shall be in addition to any regular montfly charge.

“APPLICANT"  An individual, firm, corporation, pértnership, institution, or association,
whether public or private, applying for or requesting refuse service by the Utility.

‘COMMERCIAL SERVICE® Refuse service provided to firms, corporations, agencies,
partnerships, associations and/or institutions, public or private, whose basic concern is
the conduct of business, or fulfilment of a public responsibility, engaged in acts of
commaerce. Commercial service includes multifamily apartments where a landlord or
apariment manager provides for the collection of refuse from the tenants, and the
responsibility for payment to the Utility resides with the owner or manager.

"HAZARDOUS WASTE” Refers to refuse not acceptable for disposal in Utility's
containers, refuse trucks or the Borough Landfill; including but not limited to toxic wastes,
paint, paint thinners, grease, oil, batteries, aerosol cans, animat or human waste.

"ROLL CART" Wheeled plastic container. If suppiied by customer, must be compatible

with Utility's equipment. May also be referred to as a cart. Type and size to be defined in
rate items. A roll cart cannot exceed 150 pounds when filled.

"ROLL-OFF CONTAINER” Refers to a refuse container which has a capacity of not
less than 10 cubic yards in size and which is suitable for mechanical teading onto and

unloading off the equipment of the Utitity.

200.20.1 All applications for service shall be made at the local customer senvice
office of the Utility for the area in which service is being requested. Application will
consist of forms provided by the Utility on which the applicant shall provide the full lega!
name, address and teiephane number (both work and home) of the applicant, and the
legal description of the property to be served. It shall be the responsibility of the
applicant, or histher authorized representative, to apply for service in person, telephone,
fax, or other electronic means. The applicant requesting service agrees to conform to the
published tariff rates and conditions that are established by the Uillity. It shalt be the
responsibility of the customer or hisfher agent to provide all information and assistance
required by the Utility.

200.20.2 Ruies, regulations, definitions and charges contained herein shall apply
to services rendered by the Utility, unless expressly provided for in a special contract
approved by the Regulatory Commission of Alaska.

200.20.3 Any new applicant for service may be required to make an advance
payment of one (1) billing period's estimated biling based on the minimum rate
applicable to the service for which the prospective custamer is applying, and to pay the
first billing period’s service. The deposit will be retained by the Utility. The deposit
amount shall be refunded within 25 days to the customer when service is cancelled after
applying any offsets or credits. In no case will the Utilily retain a customer's deposit
longer than one year, if in the interim period the customer's service has not been
delinquent in payment more than once in any 12 consesutive months. 1n addition to the
deposit, the customer will be required to pay the first billing period's service in advance
which will be applied to the first billing. Any implementation of the above special
provisions shall be at the sole discretion of the Utility.

200.,50.1 All current monthly charges totaling $30 or less for Roll Cart Service shall
be billed quarterly in advance, with payment due within forty-five (45) days of the billing
date.

200.50.2 Whenever 2 Roll Cart customer's account is unpaid for a period of
greater than forty-five (45) days from the original invoice date, the account shall be
considered past due. At seventy-five days from the original invoice date a finance charge
of .B75% per month or 10.5% per annum shall be assessed on the past due and
delinquent amount by the Utility per 3 AAC 82.430(f).

200.50.3 Whenever a Roli Cart customer's account becomes delinguent as
described in Section 200.50.2, the Utility shall send written notice of termination of
service to the customer. The written notice of termination of service shall be mailed to
the customer via U.S. Mail ten (10) days prior to the discontinuance of service and may
be revoked by the Utility if payment in full of the delinquent amount is made before
10 days have lapsed from the date of the notice. The Utility, without incurring any
liability, shall discontinue the furnishing of all services if after 10 days of the notice date
there remains a delinquent unpaid balance. (See 200.50.21 for requisites for resuming
service on cancelled account.)

200.50.4 Once a customer account has been discontinued for non-payment of
delinguent amounts as defined in Section 200.50.3, the account may be transferred to an
outside collection agency.
